If a commercial wants to manipulate a consumer to purchase something, it might say it makes you have immunity to death. (Tristan)

My dad is immune to manipulation when I try to get him to purchase me something he is not a big consumer. (Zach)

The author gains money when publishers purchase a manuscript or illustrations. (Ben)

I had to lend a hand to the consumers because they said the manual for the iPad was confusing.  So, I illustrated it for them. (Tyler)

I was going to lend my manual on “How to Illustrate Pictures” to you, but my dog consumed it last night along with my homework. (Darren)

If you were to add one more concept to this circle that does NOT appear on the vocabulary word list, what would it be and why?
Gain, Illustrate, Purchase, Manuscript
I would add “author” because authors gain consumers and they need to purchase ink and pencils to illustrate the cover and write the manuscript. (Collin)

Land, Manual, Illustrate, Consumer
I would add “money”.  I think this would work because you lend money, consumers have money, and you buy a manual or illustration. (Kim)

If I were to add a concept to this circle, it would be “understanding,” because when consumers lend a manual that illustrates instructions, they begin to understand how a product works. (Eva)

Purchase, Consumer, Manipulate, Immune
The word that I would add is “commercials” because consumers purchase whatever is on the TV and the people who write the commercials manipulate the onlookers.  The watchers are not immune to the manipulation—they have to buy everything. (Nicole L.)
