A Doctor on North Brother Island

Mary Mallon:  The healthy carrier of typhoid, believed to have infected 47 people, 3 of whom died.

Charles Henry Warren:  Mr. Warren was a wealthy New York banker who rented a large home on Oyster Bay, Long Island in the summer of 1906.  He hired Mary Mallon to manage his kitchen.  By the end of the vacation, 6 of the 11 people in the household had come down with Typhoid Fever.

George Soper:  The civil engineer hired to investigate typhoid fever outbreaks and determine the source.  Soper tracked Mallon to her home, accused her of being a “healthy carrier,” and received a violent reaction from Ms. Mallon!

A Typhoid Bacteria Cell: Typhoid is transmitted by the ingestion of food or water contaminated with feces from an infected person

Dr. Sara Josephine Baker:  After Soper failed to convince Mary she was a typhoid carrier, the health department asked Dr. Baker to intervene, hoping she could be more persuasive.  Mary was still suspicious, so Baker returned with 5 police and an ambulance to take Mary away.

Mary Brown:  Mary Mallon’s 1915 pseudonym (fake name).  Mallon used this name so she could continue to work in kitchens in New York after her first quarantine on North Brother Island.  

New York City Health Department:  A unit in the government that regulates the outbreak of diseases and the sanitary conditions in towns and cities.

North Brother Island:  An island near the Bronx where Mary Mallon was quarantined.  The island contained cottages, a hospital, and labs managed by Riverside Hospital.  There, the highly contagious would live away from society while they received medical treatment.
