Project  Components:
· 2 analysis paragraphs:  Discuss and provide evidence how each song relates to the book and why it would be appropriate on the soundtrack

· Analyze the lyrics and tell the “plot” of the song

· Quote the lyrics as evidence (* lyrics must be school appropriate)

· Explain the connection between the song and book

· Design an album cover (front of the CD case)

· 1 paragraph summary of the book (the back of CD case)
