Branding
Definition:  promoting a product or service by identifying it with a particular characteristic (a manufacturer, a celebrity, a logo)

Definition:  Obvious and clear (note:  this word often carriers a negative tone)

Hypocrisy
Definition:  faking to be what you are not, or faking to believe what you do not.

Insulin
Definition:  a pancrease protein that regulates blood sugar levels.  When the body does not make enough, diabetes develops.

Culinary
Definition:  relating to food and the preparation of food

Elitism
Definition:  snobbery (being a snob)

Vilify
