Open Response Prompt 

	Based on the traits associated with the signs of the zodiac, which sign best represents your character and why?  Explain your choice using specific and relevant examples from the text.




In this open response, you will focus on the various personality traits demonstrated by ONE character in your novel.  As you read, find a minimum of 10 pieces of evidence that relate to the traits of the various zodiac signs and record them on Zodiac Traits:  IR Project Graphic Organizer.  
· Evidence could include actions that reveal a character’s motivation, dialogue, or a narrator’s thoughts.

· Some signs might have multiple pieces of evidence, while other signs might have none.  
After recording and reviewing these pieces of evidence, choose one sign that best represents your character. 

Please note:  If a character’s birthday is given in the story, please ignore it.  Instead, focus solely on the character’s traits to determine his or her sign.

Use the provided graphic organizer to construct a rough draft of your open response.
This open response should be at least four (4) paragraphs in length.
