	Ideas: Does the writer use relevant evidence to support an understanding, analysis and explanation of the prompt? 
	Thesis makes a clear argument about the topic.  Develops ideas with well-chosen evidence, effectively explaining evidence.  
	Thesis makes an argument related to the prompt.  Develops ideas clearly, incorporating and explaining relevant evidence. 

	A thesis is present, but basic or general.  Evidence may not be relevant or well-explained.
